Black on Black
Steven Wolf curates Stephanie Syjuco

Steven Wolf invites you to the final chapter of an unfolding curatorial drama set in motion by artist Michael Zheng at the Garage Biennale in San Francisco, Saturday night, August 19.


So far, three curators—Terri Cohn, Clark Buckner and Joyce Grimm--have presented their vision of San Francisco conceptual artist Stephanie Syjuco’s work. For this last event, which will also include documentation of the previous ones, Wolf has taken Syjuco’s oeuvre into the way back machine of Ad Reinhardt’s black-on-black paintings in an effort to juxtapose the aesthetics of high modernism with the political and conceptual concerns of her own black works.


Reinhardt was a painter and theorist whose work and writings were central to the development of modernist painting in America. Syjuco frequently works with a modernist vocabulary to explore issues of authorship, censorship, consumerism and cultural difference in all media.
